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Introduction to this Greenway

Westbury-sub-Mendip sits astride the main A371 road.
This is the only road to Easton just a mile away/
Pedestrians cannot use it because there is no footway.
Cyclists would only do so reluctantly on account of its
heavy traffic. As a consequence residents of these closely
adjacent communities have no choice but to use their
cars forevery local trip including that to school.

The old railway provides a practical way of bridging the
gap between the two communities and it has long been
proposed to create a traffic free path along this corridor.
Last December local contractor Mark Golding
constructed a good limestone dust path from Station
Road in Westbury to Erlon Lane. This is being planted up
by local volunteers to create an attractive corridor. This
second phase would use the remaining bridge under the
main road in order to create a safe crossing free of
conflict with traffic.

These notes show how this work would be arranged once
the works were agreed with the landowners. The path
starts with a crossing of Erlon Lane and then climbs
steadily to reach the bridge. Near Erlon Lane the levels
will be convenient to provide a bridge over the path for
the local farmer so that his operations are not hindered
by the public passing through. Great care will be taken to
landscape the route to satisfy neighbours all the way
through. The path climbs out of the cutting on a long
ramp before finally reaching Ebbor Lane along the field
edge. The sketches shown here will be refined as the
project progresses so as to provide a memorable route.
